Highway Patrol 
may issue a $1,000 
fine for littering to 
violators.

GENERAL REFUSE:
All weighed vehicles with garbage $101.50/ton 

$17.00/cubic yard

VEHICLES WITH REFUSE:
Passenger cars, station wagons, SUVs and vans $15.25 each
Half pickup load (less than 11/2 cubic yard) $20.00 each
Pickups and cargo vans $41.75 each
Passenger vans (seats behind driver removed) $41.75 each
Modified/heavy pickups $101.50/ton

APPLIANCES:
Appliances with freon $20.00 each
Appliances without freon  
(Clothes washers & dryers, hot water heaters, dehumidifiers, ovens,  
microwaves, trash compactors, residential furnaces, lawn mowers, water 
softeners,  pressurized water tanks)

ELECTRONICS:
Electronics with video displays (TVs, monitors, laptops) No charge
Small electronics, less than 25 pounds  
(Printers, answering machines, digital cameras, CD & DVD players, radios, 
stereos, cell phones, battery operated toys, electronic ballasts, etc.)

Large electronics, 25 pounds or more  
(Copiers and printers)

Remove batteries, paper and printer cartridges

Mattresses (per mattress or mattress set) $20.00 each

TIRES (up to 9 tires maximum per load):
Passenger (16” wheel size or less) $5.00 each
Truck (17” to 24” wheel size) $10.00 each

WOOD WASTE (unpainted, dimensional lumber only):
Wood waste (dimensional lumber only) $29.70/ton
